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Directions to Cudham: Come off the M25 at Junction 4 and go north on 
the A21 (Bromley) and at the Green Street Green roundabout turn left into 
Cudham Lane North signed Cudham and stay on it for about 5 miles. Turn 
right into Grays Road and after approx 200m turn right into the entrance 
diagonally opposite Viewlands Avenue. Slowly, follow the drive down to 
the right side of the house staying off the grass and park where directed 
on the hard standing behind the fir trees. 

Directions to Chads Farm: At the bottom of Wrotham hill is a roundabout 
at the junction of the A20 and the A227, proceed North East (uphill) along 
the A227 signposted Meopham, Vigo and Gravesend. After about 3 miles 
you will see a fuel filling station on your left at Culverstone Green. 

Continue for about another half a mile and you will find a turning on your 
left, just before a bus shelter and a 40mph speed sign, called Chapmans 
Hill.
